· What is God’s Kingdom?

1. Paul describes the Kingdom as something to be experienced now

2. OT describe it as Ps 145:13 – An eternal reality & Heb. 12:27 – Secure and totally good

3. God’s Kingdom is not a social or political reality…along with our Heart, these two are the only places where His Kingdom is permitted to be absent.

4. “God’s Kingdom is where what He prefers to have happen actually happens” – Dallas Willard
5. 1 Cor. 4:20 – it is the display of His power

6. Multiple NT passages describe the Kingdom of God “at hand” when God’s power is invited to transform people’s lives (Matt. 3:2, 4:17, 10:7; Mark 1:15, and Luke 10:9-11) – a verb implying “a completed action”

ILLS> Electricity

3. Praying for victory in the Spiritual Battle
4. Praying for opportunities to serve and show His character

a. Mt. 26:42 – Jesus gave us the example

b. Romans 12:2 -- Not a fatalism

c. Mt. 7:7-12 – Loves to give good gifts

d. God’s will is when His purpose is accomplished on a moment-to-moment basis in our life.
